Adolph BurkhardtKilled
by Samuel Baumann.

SLAYER IS IN CUSTODY

Fired Shots, He Says, to Scare
Halloween Marauders.

MURDER TO BE THE CHARGE

Whiie on His Way to Home of Hay-
woods, Enemies of Baumann, Twe
Portiand Boys Are Assailed and
One Falls, Fatally Wounded.

While eelebrating Halloween Adolph Al
Burkhardt was shot and killed by Bamuel
Banumann, near Bertha late Saturday
night. Baumann, who says hs fired the
fatal rifle shot to scare away boys bom-
barding his house with a fusiflade of bul-
leta, came into the city and gave himself
up early yesterday morning. He will be
charged with muorder in the first degres.

Harry Fuller, the companion of Burk-
bardt, and the only witness of the shoot-
ing, tells a story of intentional murder,
His account is weak In many peoints. To
determine the truth an inguest will be
held this aftermcoon. It is expected that
4 tale of a long-standing feud will be un-
earthad

Baumann, the man who fired two rifle-
shots at Burkbardt and Fuller, had, It
appears, been In couslant troudble with
ths sons of H. D. Haywood, the farmer
for whose house on the Garden Home road
the young men were headed Dogs had
been killed by Baumann and by the Hay-
wood boys in return. That Baumann in-
tended to Infure some one Seems certain
from the testimony of Fuller, and from
the position of his house and Burkhardt's
body when found, Whether the shot was
intended for the Haywood brother, or for
Burkhardt, or was fired (o =cars away
maraunders, s the guestion the Coroner's
jury must deecide.

Dead Man a Portiander.

Burkhardt, who was 2 years of age, was
the son of J, J. Burkhandt, 33§ BEast An-
keny  streel Together with Fuller he
roome] at the stable of James Lyons at
Union avenue and East Alder street. He
had bheen driving a team for B Morris

Ne=wp of thw killing rearged- the oity
about | o'clock yestendusy morning. C H
Skewes, aF represantative of Coroner
Finley, went out before daylight to re-
cover the badly. He met Baumann driv-
ing into the city to surrender himeelf.
With Skewes was Fuller, who had walked
tnte the city. He =ald last evening that
at the time of the shootipg he had recog-
niged Baumann ! yards away in the
mooniight, But when In the Coroner's
buggy he 4ld not recognlege Baumann In
daviight, though be was but a few fest
distant,

“An Acclident,” Cries Baumann.

PBaupann was then much exeited and
orfed: "It was all an aceldent™ Fuller,
knowing him then, contradicted bim, de-
claring that Baumann had tried to kil
Burkhardt. Baumann is now in the Coun-
ty Jall, and by the orders of Sheriff Storey
no’ one {8 allowed to see him.

“We left town at 8 o'clock.” sald Fuller
last evening at the Coroner's office. “We
went up the road from Corbett street, and
wulked siowly up the hill. We were going
to Haywood's house, where we go almost
overy Saturday night We had. one small
pistol with us and we flred &R
off occa=ionally. When nome  dis-
tance up the hill we heard other shots
further on and answered these, We kept
this up for several minutes. I always fired
the pistol straight down into the gulch,
which was covered with brush. When
not far from Haywood's house, It was
about 11:30 1 guess, We had not heard the
other shots for several minutes then™

“Buddenly 1 saw something in the moon-
Ngat fully 100 yards ahsad of us, Then I
eaw that it was Baumann and that be had
i gun. At onee I heard him shoot, and
felt the bullet pase near me. We both
started to run back down the road, In-
tending to climb the bank and escape Into
the brush which grows on elther side.

Story of the Eye-Witness.

“Baumann fired again and I heard Burk-
hardt cry out Joudly, I was nearly up the
bank then, and Burkhardt was a few foeet
belitnd and not yet up the steep bank
Then 1 saw Baumann turn back toward
his house, which Is about 10 yards further
back from where be shot at us We had
not run more than M feet before Burk-
hardt waz shot.”

“l pulled Burkhardt up om the bank.
He was gasping but was able to speak
enee. ‘I'm golng,' bhe crisd. “That was
Baumann,” 1 told him, Then he fell back
and seemed t be already dead. 1 ran
along the bank to Haywood's house nearly
half n mile away."

H. D, Haywood, an elderly man, and his
daughter, Mrs. May Dickson, went back
with Fuller to the spot where Burkhardt's
body had been lald Either in his death
aspasm or from some cause he had moved
fully 20 fest, but was dead when his com-
panion reached him.

Fuller then came to the nearest tele-
phone in Portinnd and called up the cor-
oner's office, IL was then 1 o'clock. As
Depaty Coroner A. L. Finley was absent
on another case, C, H, Skewes made the
investigation,

Baumann's house s on the other side
of the hill which flanks the Ganden Home
road over which the young men wero trav-
eling. The place Is about three miles out-
side the city limits. The road there runs
In a curve along the hillside.

Mrs. Haywood told Mr. Skewes that she
had scen the flash of the second shot from
her window, The exact spot where Baup-
many must have stood i2 hard to determine,
The accounts are extremely contradictory,
and it Is belleved that there s more In the
affair than appears on the surface,

“Why did you and Burkhardt ﬂt\thon
shots? was asked of Fuller,

» Were Celebrating Halloween.

“Oh, we were just colebrating Hallo-
ween,” he renlisd

“Were the Haywoods expecting a wisit
when you reached there a little dbefore 12

they had givem us up and had
gone to bed.”™

Mr., Skewes had ssked him If he had
| abot the pistol after Bawmana bad fired

the fatal shot which struck Burkhardt's
back. .

“No, well, yea, I saw something whits
near Haywood's house and took a shot at
it But it was a pig.”

Burkhardt's brother married Haywood's
daughter Edith. The young men were ac-
guainied In nelghborbood and fre
quently went to the Haywood residence,

“How d4d you know it was Baumann
who sliot at you?' was asked of Fuller,

“I have seen him a few times, but never
to speak to,” was the reply.

Baumann’s Feud With Haywoods.

It appears that Baumanm and the Hay-
wood boys, Del and Roy, had been In con-
stant trouble. One killed a dog bDelonging
to the other family, and the compliment
was returned In kind, Baumann told the
officer= that a short time before he went
out luto the rond and shot Burkhardt
that a band of boys had t several
times at his house and that he Bad heard

the bullets strike the side of the btﬂmms..

He bhad gone out to frighten away the
marsuders whom he feared would kil
some calves In a nearhy pasture. In the
dim light he had mistaken Burkhardt and
Fuller for members of the gang, whom
they had heard a short time before shoot-
ing In the vicinity of Baumann's house,
According to Fuller the first shot from
his 4-calfber rifie came close to its tar-
get. The second killed Burkhardt, striking
him fn the back and penetrating the body,
The shots ¢do mol appear 10 have been
fired with the sole Intent of frightening
AWAY ARy One,
Murder in First Degree Charged.

“Baumann will be charged with murder
in the first degree.” sald District Attor-
ney Maaning iast evening. "It seems that
if he dldn’t get the man he wWas alter he
certalnly tried to kill some one.™

Mr=, Baumann told the cofoneér's repre-
sentative that her husband had not gone
outside the yard, that he had stood near
the dwelling and fired in the air at the
boys who had been shooting st the house,

CHINA BEGS FOR AID.

Helpiess Against Russlan Occpuation
of Mukden.

PEHIN, Nov. 1.—The Chinese govern-
ment s greatly disturbed at the reoccupa-
tion of Mukden, the capita]l of Manchuria,
by Russian troops. The Forelgn Office
is appealing to friendly foreign Legations
for help and advice, sdmitiing Its own
helplessness In the matter.

The Russiane retwnoed to Mukden oo
Thursday of lust week. According to ad-
vices recelved by the Chinese government,
150 Russian soldiers took possesslon of
the official bulldings there, and barricaded
the gales. There are belween 150X and
2000 Chiness Lrodps In and about Mukden,
The g¢gommunication redating to Mukden s
as tdllows:

“Ties Russlans employed a noted brigand,
who was accused of mmny crimes agninst
the Chinese, ns chief of one of the Ir-
regular bands of police that are organis-
ing in Manchuria. The authorities re-
peatedly requested the surrender of this
man, and the Russians recently consented
to give him up.

“Thereupon a Chinese officer depapl-
tated the brigand without giving him a
trial. When this becamn known, the Rus-
sians demanded the execution of this of-
fieer within five days, giving as an alter-
native the selrure of Mukden.

“Thu Chinese Forglf'n Office was fiegn-
tiating with FPaul le=sar, the Ruossian
Minister, on the matter, and offered to
banish the officer, plending that he hsad
exceaded his instructions, and to remove
the Taoial, his superior, from ofMce.

‘“There was a misunderstanding as to
the time imit set for these pagotiations
The Chinese thought it explred yesterday
Before the negotiations were completed
the news was recelved here that Russia

had fulfilled her promise to rececupy Muk-
den.

'

Alexleff Leaves Port Arthur.

PEKIN, Nov, 1.—The fact that Vieceroy
Alexieff has removed his headquarters
from Port Arthur to Viedivostok has
caused great surprise In Pekin. It is gen-
orally. conjectured that he was unwilling
to rvisk passing the Winter at a port which
the Japanese undoubtedly would make a
strenuous attempt to blockade In the event
of war, therehy preventing the Vieeroy
from commmunicating with his government.

ANGRY, BUT STILL LOYAL.

Commissicner Says French-Cana.
dians Will Ablide by Decislon.

BOSTON, Nov. 1L-A. D, Ayxlesworth,
one of the Canadian members of the
Alaskan Boundary Commission, arrived
here today from Liverpool on the steam-
ship Mayflower. Speaking of the decision
he sald:

“l think the decision was most unilst
and unfair to give all to the TUnited
Stotes and nothing to Canada. Sir Lewis
Jett and myself held the oplnion that the
dectstion was wrong while the others held
they were right™

When asked what effect he thought ths
decision would have on Canada’s future
Mr. Aylesworth asid:

“1 don't think it will have any politi-
cal effect. The French-Canadian people
are the most loyal subjects that England
has In Canada. There s no more loyal
British subject In Great Britain than
8ir Lewis Jett.”

This Is manifestly un-
fair to the Govermnmeont, but connot be pre-
vented under the law. While it Is consid-
ered 1o be impracticable to require that
only land of Uke value shall be taken In
exchange for land in a reserve, It might
be provided that timber should not be ge-
leeted In Hleou of such lnnd, just s mineral
land is now excepted from suoch selootion.

“There would be no hardship In this ro-
siriction, as the timber ean be taken off
the land In the reserve before the ex.
change |s made, and, In fnet, this is gen-
erally done. [In addition to this s the fact
that thess exéhanges are optional with the
owners of lanil in a reserve, He s not
obliged 10 make the ex<hange.”

"It Is undoutediy a matter of first im-
portance that the reserves thus far es-
tablished should bs supplemented by such
additional ones as are needed to form =
comprebensive series, such as will insure
tull protection to the water and t!mber
suppiics of both the Rocky Mountains and
Pacifie Coast regilons. As yet, nelther of
the two great ranges of these reglons has
& sufficlent chaln of reserves protecting
its emtire length, nor has tha matter of
reserving as many sources of waler sup-
ply as may be needed n connection with
the Irrigation movement been fully deter-
mined,

Would Limit Withdrawals.

“While Impressed with
losing no further time In protecting all
needed watersheds and other Important
areas, I deem it of equal importance that
no hasty or lll.advised action should be
taken in connection with a measure of
public polley that involves withholding
from settlement. The
forest reserve system Is aimply one of
the features of our general [and p"r.\)_
and requires to be so administerod a& to
be mades to serve the maln purpose and
Intent of that policy—the settiement of the
country by home-bullders,

“l am of the opinlon that any admin-
istration of the forest reserve sys-
tem that results in unnecessarily with-
holding areas from settlement should be
avolded. Only such nreas as are absolute-
Iy required to preserve a supply of tim-
ber for present and future needs, and to
protéect Important sources of water sup-
piy. shouid be withheld from the general
area avsilable. for settlement, Acting
upon this priaciple, 1 proceeded
slowly In the matter of recommending
the setting apart of new forest reserves.
Careful expert examinations are deemed
essential in considering all cases. A gen-
etal acheme of reserves has been mapped
out, amnd therough
be mnde before
any case,

“In the meantime the precavtion is tak-
en of securing the lands from speculative
appropriation by temporarily withdraw-
ing them from settlement and disposal of
all kKinds."

Forest Reserve Flres.

Commissioner Richards highly ocom-
mends the work of forest rangers In sup-
pressing forest flres throughout the
West. The effectiveness of the present
firea protection system is shown by the
constantly A=¢reasing number of fires In
reserves. Whereas In 191 135 fires were
discovered: In 132 there were ¥63 and in
128 only G, while the area in reserves,
and for which fire reports were made, Was
materially increaned sach year, The ex-
cessive fires reported last year were In
the Cascade reserve, Oregon: Ralnier re-
serve, Washington, and the Teton and
Medicine Bow teserves, Wyoming, where
location, weather and wind conditions
made It practically hapoesible to mr.:r,:
the fames, once they got under way.

Free Use of Timber.

Timber Shipments.

Commissioner Richarnda declares the
forest reserve act of June 4, 185, s de
fective In requiring that all timber pro-
cured from forest reserves shall, without
exception, be used in the state or ter-
ritory In which the reserve lles While
such !mitallon i= undoubtedly well In
some Instances, yet he says cases arise
in which It results In working & serious
hardship. It is pointed out that persons

living in Wyoming, near the Biack Hills |

forest reserve, and In Montana, near the
Blg Horn reserve, and In Bouthern Wyo-
ming, near the Ulintah reserve, are com-
pelled, by thelr necessities, to violute the
law, since they live on prairie land, and
can only securs timber from the reserves
lying across the state lIne.
